 The 2 large glass pieces I entered in the Easter Show are 
from a series I have been working on for the last 16 months.  I 
use a molding technique I learnt on a workshop in Melbourne in 
2009 with Canadian glass artist Donald Robertson.  It is not lost 
wax casting, but rather like building a house with concrete slab 
walls.  I really enjoy the process of these works, which involves 
making models, rubber molds, and premade components be-
fore I finally assemble the mold. 
 
The molds and glass are in the kiln for 1 month as I am very 
conservative with annealing schedules.  It takes about 1 week 
to make the mold and with 12-17kgs of glass in each work I am 
not prepared to take a shortcut in the kiln firing process.  When 
the firing is complete, I have 1-2 weeks of finishing ahead of 
me.  When grinding through the 4 grits I use a reciprolap for the 
sides but need to hand-lap the top and base.  The Blackwood 
Crystal glass I use responds well to acid dipping, so this is done 
after the 600 grit, then I only need a short time buffing with 
cerium oxide to bring up the high shine.   
 
I have always wanted to make glass pieces that entice you to 
come closer to view, so it really excites me when I see people 
doing that when reacting to my works.  I am really thrilled to 
gain some recognition for these pieces, giving me the impetus 
to continue in this direction of work.  
 
I’d like to say a big thank you to John Hanson and all those who 
help set up and man the stand at the glass exhibition Easter 
Show.
